BAROQUE ART

An International Style that encompasses all the arts
Baroque Art usually falls into 3 categories

1. Counter Reformation Baroque

2. Bourgeoisie Baroque

3. Aristocratic Baroque and Absolutism 

Stylistic Characteristics

Deals with motion, space (often expansive), time, light
Deals with physical sensations such as touch, sound, texture, taste
Indicates a virtuosity by the artist

Additionally, in High Baroque - compositions not parallel to the picture plane

Baroque can be - theatrical, passionate, sensual, opulent, intricate, ornate, grandiose, rich, lavish, sensational, color, dramatic light and shade

Baroque can be - classical, logical, rational, scientific (micro and macro world)
