Stylistic Characteristics:

Architecture: Mystical, energy, light (in the sense of weight as well as a source of brightness), skeletal construction, and curtain walls, tall, narrow, piercing 
Manuscripts: proportions are irrelevant, size can equal importance (to the narrative), decorative boarders, figures are more “organic” – curvilinear – than those of the Romanesque, 
Could you answer the following?
