There was no centralized directing force for designing churches in this period, however…

Characteristics - Churches
Compartmentalization/segmentation—geometric shapes; Stone is building material and churches often quite large; Solid heavy, thick walls to support the height (few openings in walls)

Characteristics - Romanesque Sculpture

Usually stone, Crowded, Emotional, Elongated, Bending back of hands, Angular/jerky/agitated, Zigzag and dovetail lines on drapery, “Wind rippled” edges of drapery, Compartmentalization /segmentation, Mandorla, Cross-legged figures
